	What is this course about?

	This is an exciting opportunity to practise your language skills with experienced and supportive tutors.  The course will focus on communicating in the target language, consolidating aspects of the language you have learnt so far and encouraging you to use your skills as much as possible throughout the course. Tutors achieve these aims by offering a varied diet of activities and inputs during the official seminar sessions and by encouraging you to use the language outside the sessions so that you are 'immersed' in the language as much as possible throughout your stay. You will have a team of tutors to provide as much variety of approach and accent as possible.  The more you try out your language and contribute, the more quickly your skills will develop, so many of the activities invite you to take an active part.

	What should I be able to do by the end of this course?

	You will have increased your confidence when interacting in the target language, you will have broadened your vocabulary and gained a better insight into the culture of the countries where the language is spoken.



	Is this course for me? (Including any entry requirements)

	Before the course begins, we look at the information you have given us about your level and experience and assign you to the most appropriate group.   The more participants we have, the more groups we can run, with about twelve people in each.  Please note that the level definitions in our brochure are not an indication of how many groups there will be on any particular occasion.  Always give us as full a picture of your present language skills as you can, so that we can place you correctly in advance of the course.  If during the course you find that things are too easy or too difficult for you, we can usually move you to a more suitable group.



	What equipment will I need and what will it cost?

	How will I know how well I am doing?

	Your tutor will monitor your progress by carrying out an assessment at the start of the course.  During the course your progress will be checked using a variety of techniques which may include: observation, informal quizzes, setting tasks, group discussion, question and answer sessions and peer assessment.  You will have tutorial time during the course in which to discuss your progress with your tutor on a one-to-one basis.



	How will I know I have achieved on this course?

	At the end of the course your achievement will be reviewed with your tutor.
