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Summary of Course
The Additional Diploma in Teaching Mathematics (Numeracy) in the Lifelong Learning Sector is designed for teachers and potential teachers who wish to specialise in the teaching of Mathematics (Numeracy).  It has been designed primarily for partly qualified teachers or teachers who already hold a recognised teaching qualification, but one which is not contextualised to the teaching of Numeracy. 
Would this course suit me?

The diploma is appropriate for teachers, tutors and trainers who may be working within an FE college, Adult and Community Learning Centre or Learning Provider and for those delivering work based training such as within voluntary, community, private and public organisations. This is a L5 qualification which is equivalent to working at 2nd year undergraduate level and therefore requires a high level of commitment and the ability to study at this level.

What is the course all about?
The diploma explores numeracy acquisition and use, the barriers to numeracy acquisition and development and the theories and principles of numeracy learning.  It focuses on the learning and teaching of numeracy through the planning, selection and development of approaches and resources.
What do I need to join?
· . The ability to demonstrate both the process skills and personal skills in Mathematics at L3

· Competence in ICT

· An appropriate level of Study Skills to complete written assignments at L5

· An initial teaching qualification.

· Access to 75 hours of teaching practice, which learners will need to arrange themselves
Tutors will accommodate different levels of skill and experience within the class, and learners will be encouraged to identify and work on their own particular areas of interest.  However, some courses require a certain level of prior knowledge or skill, without which it may not be possible for you to achieve.  Please speak to the Advice and Guidance team if you are unsure.  

What can I expect to learn?
Social and cultural issues and their influence on numeracy teaching: how to identify and make use of the attributes and aspirations of numeracy learners: the historical and cultural development of mathematics: greater knowledge and understanding of mathematics: relevant learning theories and their application to improve numeracy teaching: approaches for learning and teaching in a variety of contexts and for a range of learner needs: current research and developments in numeracy teaching: the range of learning and teaching strategies for learners in numeracy.
As part of Course Induction, all learners will work with their tutor to develop an Individual Learning Plan.  This will include your personal goals for the course and any support needs you may have.  It may not be possible to include all the additional topics that interest you, but your tutor may be able to recommend other courses, further reading or useful websites

What complementary ‘life skills’ are gained from this course?

Confidence in giving presentations to peers
Development of organisational, written, and mathematical skills
How will I be learning?

The course will involve individual research, collaborative group work, presentations by trainers and participants. Tutorials will be used throughout the programme for feedback and review.
During the 75 hours practical teaching there will be 4 one-hour lesson observations followed by personal evaluation and tutor feedback.
How will I know when I'm making progress?

All students will receive oral and written feedback from tutors on written assignments and practical teaching.  An essential component of the course is self evaluation in order to develop as a reflective practitioner.
Will there be any homework?

There are written assignments, including a teaching portfolio. You are expected to do a large amount of self-study in order to complete these assignments. You are also expected to do a minimum of 75 hours of teaching practice.
