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Felting Workshop

Introduction

An exciting 3-week course to learn the basics of felt making. You will learn about carding and layering of
the fleece tops, nuno felting and needle felting. Felting using the washing machine will also be discussed.
Knowledge will be build upon by looking at different artists and cultures that use felt. You will also look at
how you can embellish a piece of felt with stitch, sequins etc

What are the course entry requirements?

There are no course entry requirements. The course is suitable for all levels that wish to learn about
different embroidery techniques. A willingness to carry on sewing at home would be an advantage.

How long is the course?

What will the course involve?

Preparing fleece tops for felting, having a go at wet felting, nuno felting and needle felting. Demonstrations
and presentations will be given by the tutor and then you will have a go

How will I be learning?

An initial assessment will be carried out to find your starting point and a learning package tailored to your
requirements. This will include your personal goals for the course and any support needs you may have. It
may not be possible to include all the additional topics that interest you, but your tutor may be able to
recommend other courses, further reading or useful websites.

The course will be taught by tutor demonstrations, presentations and hands on experience.

The basic use of Mathematics and English, communication skills, building of confidence and self esteem,
cooperation and teamwork skills and decision making skills will all be used.

What equipment will | need?

An apron or protective clothing would be useful to guard against splashes when wet felting.
Also, a basic sewing kit containing scissors, needles and pins for embellishing felt is desirable.

One to one contact with the tutor and through the individual learning plan

but not an essential requirement.
