Target Group:


Teachers already involved or preparing to get involved in teaching English in technical or business contexts in schools of upper secondary education and similar types of institutions.

Teachers with a classical language teaching degree (and little background in technical or business matters)  and teachers of  technical or business subjects (who need to incorporate English into their technical or business subjects) will work and learn alongside. The course responds to a European trend towards more English language teaching in technical and business contexts (rather than literature and regional studies)  and answers a need to provide training for those teachers.  Teachers of  technical or business subjects should have a good working knowledge of English (approximately B1 and higher  of the Common European Framework of the Council of Europe scales of attainment).

Aims and Objectives

This course presents the techniques, concepts and materials to enable participants to become effective teachers of English in technical and business contexts:

1. Learning about new developments in the use of computers and the internet for the teaching and learning of languages and developing criteria for assessing their usefulness as well as mastering those tools deemed to be effective.

2. Assessing the specific language needs in the four skills (eg. the role of writing in Technical English versus writing in Business English) 

3. Identifying the needs of different learner types ( in a technical and business context)

4. Designing syllabuses and courses answering the needs of teaching a language in a vocational context, i.e. interfacing language learning with content learning.

5. Learning to select (from) published materials i.e. course book analysis and materials evaluation.

6. Finding, evaluating and using authentic materials.

7. Writing materials alone and in cooperation 

8. Learning about techniques of evaluating and testing as well as learning about existing examining schemes..

9. Understanding intercultural differences and assessing their relevance for language teaching (in particular courses)  

10. Learning about European schemes such as Comenius School Partnerships and Leonard Projects and assessing their potential for the participants of the course.  

11. Boosting ones own language competence

The course is based on approx 15.sessions of 90 minutes each week. In addition there will be company visits and excursions. 

Not only will participants have a varying degree of experience and competence in teaching English in a technical or business context, they will also have different “expertises” in terms of technical/business content as well as language competence.

The course methodology will tap into the varying resources of participants by way of making extensive use of group work within the individual teaching units. 

Depending on participants’ expectations and interests there will be sessions when they can choose between a focus on “Business English” or “Technical English”.

Tutors’ teaching styles will reflect (language) learners’ learning styles with a focus on active involvement rather than (passive) tutorial/instruction.

The general structure of the course takes into consideration that this total immersion approach is both a highly effective way of improving ones own language competence as well as very demanding on the course participants’ energy. Tutor guided classroom work will thus alternate with company visits, excursions and (non-tutor guided) individual or group work so as to maintain a  maximum of energy.

The general structure of the course also goes from “input to output”. While during the first week there is more focus methodology / use of new media (input), in the second week the emphasis is more on project work, including the presentation of projects.
